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Another unique feature is the 

baptismal to the right.  The col-

umn is said to come from the 

Roman Ruins.  The tour took us 

to the top rafters in the attic as 

seen below to the basement 

where Rene Paturalski is check-

ing out the original pipe organôs 

electric engine..  We saw the 

original ice room and fan for 

the 1st air conditioned building 

in South Bend.  Far below is a 

picture as it stands today. 

Many club members and friends turned out for a tour of the St. 

Paulôs Methodist Church built by Clem and Anna Studebaker.  

Clem Studebakerôs wife Anna was a Methodist and Clem con-

verted in 1868.  In 1883 he and his wife constructed a local 

chapel where Clem served as an usher, greeter and led prayer 

meetings.  The congregation quickly grew out the building so 

plans for a new larger church building began.  The Studebaker's 

purchased property óin the countryô, built the Church and leased 

it back to the congregation for $1.00.  That lease is still being 

honored today 

as the church is 

still used by the 

Methodist Con-

gregation.  Dur-

ing construction 

of the church 

Clem grew ill 

and traveled to 

Europe seeking 

treatment of his 

ailments.  While 

in Germany he 

found a stain 

glass window 

which he pur-

chased for a 

mere $40,000 

and had it 

shipped back to 

South Bend.  

The entire cost 

to build the 

church was 

$150,000.  Unfortunately Clem passed away before the church 

was completed so the 

stain glass was al-

tered as a memorial 

to Clem Studebaker.   

Right is a close up of 

the upper far right 

pane.   Clem was 

inserted into the 

scene and is the man 

in the blue robe.  The 

church has many 

unique features in-

cluding a pipe organ 

in which the club was 

treated to a short con-

cert. The original 

electric motor still 

works and keeps the 

organ going today.
