This is about what is perhaps the most forgotten about of all
Studebaker wagons, the Stu

know at least a little about Studebaker Jr. Goat Wagons. Stude-
baker contracted South Bend Toy Co. to produce what was basi-
cally a scale model of a full size farm wagon. The Jr. Wagons
were marketed and sold for children to play with and could be
pulled by either a goat or large dog. South Bend Toy made lots of
Ainor mal 0 Studebaker Jr. wad
but the Coasters were something entirely different. Coaster wag-
ons were never produced in large numbers, so they are very rare
today. They were made in small numbers because their real rea-
son for being produced was for Studebaker dealerships around
the country to demonstrate wheel bearings. Studebaker wanted to
show how smooth their new cars would roll, so they took the
wheel bearing used on production cars and scaled them down.
The scale copies of the bearings were placed in the wheel hubs of
the coaster wagon. When a possible car buyer would pull the

wagon, it would roll i ncred
was named fiCoastero. Thougl
they were also advertised |
1930s. The Jr. Coaster shared its name with the regular Jr.
Wagon, but they didnot I o9
Wagon actually looked like a farm wagon, but the coasters
|l ooked more | i ke a modern i
